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Problem 8. «16QAM»

For sending messages, Alice and Bob use a fiber-optic communication via 16QAM
technology. This technology allows to send messages whose alphabet consists of 16 letters,
where each letter is usually encoded with a 4-bit Gray code. While a message is transmitted
in the channel, single errors in codewords of the Gray code are possible.

Alice has read an interesting book and would like to share her enthusiasm with Bob!
Alice sent a short fragment from the book to Bob. Due to the characteristics of the
communication channel used, she divided the text into two parts and sent them separately.
In the first part, she placed all of the 16 consonants that occurred in this fragment; in
the second part, she placed vowels (“y” is a vowel), a space, a hyphen and punctuation
marks. Then Alice also encoded the letters with Hamming code to be able to correct single
errors. She applied a 7-bit Hamming code with the parity-check matrix whose columns
are written in lexicographical order.

Bob received the following two parts of ciphertext (given in hexadecimal notation):
